SUBJECT:  PROPERTY AND CASUALTY INSURANCE FOR 2006-07 
 
Guaranty Insurance Services of Baytown, our third party administrator on property 
insurance matters, assisted us in soliciting insurance companies or insurance groups.  
We requested quotes from seven carriers on coverage for Buildings and Contents, 
Windstorm and Flood, Automobile (Bus), Boiler Machinery, a Crime Policy to cover theft 
and employee dishonesty, and Professional Legal Liability and General Liability.  
 
A bid tabulation form is attached showing that only Zurich Commercial Insurance Group, 
an A+ rated company and our current carrier, submitted a bid for all property coverages.  
The Texas Association of School Boards (TASB) submitted a bid for the professional 
legal liability and general liability coverage only.  Fidelity National which is the National 
flood pool provider estimates our premium to be $40,730 on June 21, 2006 when it 
renews. 
 
As expected, the damage resulting from hurricanes Katrina and Rita caused significant 
property rate increases along the Gulf Coast (first tier counties).  Also, the bus accident in 
the fall in Conroe (playoff game) increased our experience modifier which 
correspondingly caused our auto rate to increase. 
 
The attached bid tab shows total property insurance premiums of $581,249, which is a 49 
percent increase over last year’s rates.  In May we will add the new Elementary School to 
our property insurance schedule causing premiums to increase by an additional $38,000.  
We have $458,000 budgeted for all property and liability insurance.  It appears that we 
will overspend the budget by nearly $165,000.  Accordingly, upon the approval of the bid, 
the general fund budget for 2005-06 will be amended to reflect this increase. 
 
For 2006-07, property coverages will have a $10,000 per occurrence deductible, except 
for windstorm, hurricane, and hail damage which will have a $250,000 deductible per 
location (HS one location; all other structures considered one location).

REPORTS AND PRESENTATIONS: 
 
Presentation of High School Girls’ Locker Room Renovations  (Ron Bailey, PBK Architects, Inc.) 
 
Ron Bailey, PBK Architects, Inc. explained that after input from BH Coaches as the Board requested, the original presentation that was made 
at the February Board Meeting on the High School Girls’ Locker Room Renovations would have no changes. Mr. Bailey also pointed out that 
this project is substantially under budget.

Several mandatory items discovered during the construction document phase that must be included in this 
project are site sanitary and water tie-ins, renovating existing second floor restrooms, and possibly converting existing showers into individual 
stalls in four dressing rooms.   Requested line items not included in the original bond package suggestions are enclosing existing canopy to 
enlarge the lobby space, remove and replace existing foundations at lobby, and new PA system. 
 
Mr. Bailey suggested that the high school girls’ locker room renovations project and the field house renovations could both be included 
together as one bid item, which then  could be within the allocated budget and meet the completion date.  Board has requested that Mr. Bailey 
bring a breakdown showing each line item and its cost for further discussion at the next Board meeting. 
 
Presentation of Barbers Hill High  School Curriculum Report  (Principal Susan Haynie and selected staff) 
 
High School Principal Susan Haynie presented a PowerPoint presentation outlining:  1) TAKS results comparison between 2004 vs. 2005 in 
Reading, Social Studies, Math, and Science; 2) Adams Software explanation; 3) AP results; 4) On-Line SAT Prep Class; and 5)  Academic 
UIL Results.
